A Detroit native, he grew up in the city soaking in the sounds of jazz and
classical music and working with the finest musicians. He completed a
seven-year tenure as bassist with Wynton Marsalis’ Sextet and the Lincoln
Center Jazz Orchestra, and has toured the world over the last 20 years, col-
laborating with many of the greatest jazz legends.

Association of Jazz Educators conferences and is featured on over 100 film
and studio recordings.
